On June 1st I was Acting Battalion Chief. On the way back from Station 37, there was a tone that came through about a 2 year old not breathing on Cortland Blvd. Listening to who was dispatched I realized that Station 3 must be on another call, and I was closer to offer assistance. I put myself as responding. The 2year old had been pulled from the bottom of the pool and was not breathing. I followed the police officer to the scene and started to assist the 2-year-old. We were able to revive her and she was rushed to the hospital by Guardian Transport. She did survive with no issues.
